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This interactive session will explore why we all, as
human beings, are exceptionally susceptible to
information pollution of all kinds. A typology of
different kinds of information pollution and their different
features and effects will be shared. The second half of the
session will explore ways to know our own minds, and ways
to teach learners to know and control theirs in ways that

will help us identify, interrogate and control information
pollution in texts of all kinds.
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
